SAILING INSTRUCTION
1. The regatta will be held in accordance with the "Ice Sailing 2000 Regatta Rules", Class Rules and Regatta Organization Rules in the season 2021/2022.

2. The regatta will be held in the DN class in the Seniors category. Younger Juniors who are 16 years of age and older are allowed to start and have their parents' written consent. 

3. If more than 60 competitors enter the regatta, the regatta will be played in two groups: A and B. Group A will be entered without elimination: the first 10 competitors from the Polish Fleet ranking from the last season, who will be seeded in positions 1-10 for the first race, the remaining competitors will be drawn into two qualifying groups (1E, 2E), to establish similar number of sailors in both groups

4. Races will be held up to the wind force of 12m/s.

5. The regatta will use the "Small Points" scoring system. 

6. For a regatta to be considered valid, at least three races must be held.

7. After 5 or more races have been played, the worst result will be thrown out. 

8. Ten races are planned. 

9. The start of the first race is planned on 02/12/2022 at 11.30, the start of the first race on the second day of the regatta is planned for 10.00. 

10. On the last day of the regatta, the start of the last race of the day will be no later than at 15.00. 

11. Protests must be submitted on ice immidietally after the race to which they relate and will be dealt with on ice immediately after the race in which the protest situation took place. The chairman of the Protest Team may decide to consider the protest on the shore - in such a case it must be submitted in writing. Decisions on all protests must be in writing.

12. Amendments to the sailing instructions and other announcements may be made orally on ice no later than 5 minutes before the start of the race to which they relate.

 13. The finish line closing time will be equal to the one-lap limit.   

 14. Measurements: The first 5 competitors in each race are required to report to the event measurer for control measurements.
